INSTRUCGCTIONS LIGHT TUB LTT

POLYETHYLENE (PE)

Traditional bathtubs are made of PMMA. LIGHT is made of Polyethylene (PE). PE is totaly different
than PMMA, and has completely different characteristics. It is therefore absolutely necessary to
read and follow these instructions :

PE has a hardness of “D/41-50 shore”

which is absolutely less than most other plastics, including PMMA, and it is for this reason that
LIGHT is finished with a superficial texture. This texture will help to avoid scratches. LIGHT has
been checked on its perfect conditions before leaving our establishment. LIGHT is packed in export-
quality packaging. We did everything to make a perfect product, with a perfect protection. After
installation, and during normal use, LIGHT does not scratch, but due to the low hardness coefficient
of PE, LIGHT can however not be guarantied against (minor) scratches, nor when appear during
use, nor those present at purchase.

PE is a soft material

PE will always be slightly deformable, and when you enter a LIGHT tub, the bottom will slightely
deform. This is normal, and will even be more present with hot water then with cold water. In fact,
LTT is NOT a ‘standing-up shower-bathtub, but a ‘lying-down/relax bathtub.

NEVER put in contact mentioned products PE

Dichloromethane, fluorine, perchloroethylene trichloroethylene, acetone, gasoline, benzol, ethylene,
ozone, toluol. For normal cleaning please use normal water, even without soap. After cleaning one
can dry with a soft towel. NEVER use rough cloth or else in order to avoid scratching.

PE is 100% recyclable and can be put with the empty bottles after its lifecycle. In some countries
it does have to be presented in smaller pieces.

The maximum temperature of PE is 40 a 45°C

It is severely forbidden to put water inside with higher temperatures. A comfortable bathing temperature
is between 38° till 42°C. Higher temperatures can cause serious burning-injuries, and the maximum
temperatures are therefore absolutely sufficient to bath in comfort.

DO NOT fill LIGHT first with boiling water in order to afterwards ‘add cold water > but fill with ready
mixed water. Temperatures higher than 60°C can destruct PE and LIGHT is NOT guarantied against
deformation due to too high temperatures.

WET subjects all its products to quality controls and
therefore guarantees all WET-products against
manufacturing and factory defects. The guarantee covers
the free elimination of faults, as judged by WET, by repair
and/or replacement of the product or parts of it.

Manufacturing defects need to be communicated within
8 days after purchase, and is acknowledged only when
proof of purchase is available in the form of receipt or
invoice bearing the date of purchase and the name of
the dealer.

WET guaranties their products for a period of 2 years
after purchase for their good functional aspects, and
functional aspects only.

WET guarantee does not cover superficial damage, such
as scratches, discolouring and/or all ather non-functional-
relevant damage, and only guaranties when mentioned
within 8 days of purchase.

WET guarantee does not cover damages due to :
incorrect installation, improper use, incorrect
maintenance, transport or handling.

WET guarantee does not cover product assembly,

disassembly, dismounting, transfers and/or technical
interventions needed to repair or replace the product.
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PRE-INSTALLATION LIGHT LTT bathtub

Make sure the LIGHT-LTT bathtub obtains a watertightness of at least IP66 at the sides /and

IP44 at the bottom, once it is installed

Make sure installation is done by a qualified
electrician

Make sure the electricity wiring that comes from
the floor has a minimum fixture / attachment of
B0 Newton (= +/- 6 Kg)

Make sure the electricity wiring that comes from
the floor has a minimum watertightness
protection of IPX5

Fix the illumination-sets in the OUTER (smallest
40mm) holes, having the wiring go in between
the shells of the bathtub, and fix properly.
Be aware that the wiring doesn't form shadows.

Lead the electricity wiring towards the IPX5-box
through cableclamb (A) and fix properly so that
a fixture / attachment of 60 Newton is achieved.

Lead the electricity wiring into the IPX5-box
through the cableclamb (B) and fix the cableclamb
properly so that a IPX5 watertightness protection
is achieved.

At completition of all the steps, fix the bathtub
to the floor so that no accidental movement is
possible. It is sufficient to slide LTT ‘over 2 bolts.

Before fixing the bathtub to the floor, please verify
that there are no losses of water and that the
illumination-system works correctly.

LIGHT TUB

Follow the established safety and security-rules of the country
of installation, considering the bathroom-zones 1 / 2 / 3
so as indicated by country-regulations, and check the
particular safety-regulations of bathrooms in your country.

In order to be able to turn on & off the electricity towards
LTT/tub foresee a wall switch.

Follow the established safety and security-rules of the
country of installation, and make sure the electricity-wiring
coming from the floor has following qualities :
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minimum attachment-protection of BON (= ca. Bkg)
minimum water-protection of IPX5

wiring has to be of a water-resistant typology
minimum length of approx. 40cm

round diameter of minimum Smm, maximum 8mm

positioning at 27cm approx from the centre at the
back side

Flix Lamp

Fix Box : Fix the IPX5 - box inside the
square hole as indicated at the 4 steps upside:
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HYDRAULIC INSTALLATION LIGHT LTT 1
bathtub

Make sure hydraulic installation is done by a qualified installer 5-
only who must controll losses of water on the attacks of water- :
supply and water-drainage before connecting the electrical system.

The installer must take the full responsibility for eventual damages
caused by losses of water and/or dangerous situations due to G-
wrong installation. :
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drainage 270mm outside center

USER INSTRUCTIONS LIGHT LTT bathtub

SMALL-Halogene-LT

In order to turn on & off thid system use a wall switch (see page 3)

LIGHT is equipped with mounted overflow and
drainage.

Control the correct fixing of those so that no
water losses exist.

Standard fixing with syphon of 40mm
Necessitates to dig the floor approx. 5cm in the
centre-zone of the tub (CENTER ZONE)

Fixing on plain floor.

Assembly to flexible drainage vs a point of existing
drainage.

Please find the yellow connection elbow to be
used with the dice + rubber ring of the syphon,
and make sure the drainage point is NOT higher
than the LTT bathtub-drain-point.

The length of the tube "cristal" (115cm) shall
NOT be shortened in order to never be able to
to touch the light-bulbs. This could cause damage
or fire ().

LIGHT must be on a dry floor. If for some reason
there should be losses of water, the water should
be able to exit the room without being hindered.

LIGHT must be on a smooth and horizontal
pavement, and if you find a water film over the
floor you must first turn OFF the electricity before
you enter the space.

LIGHT is not a toy. The presence of an adult is
necessary when a child is using a LIGHT-product.
WET declines whichever responsability for
incidents that come from a not appropriate use.

The presence of a person is anyway necessary
when the object is in operating mode. In the doubt
of good operation the object must immediately
be turned off.

The installation must be on the floor. Other types
of instalation are not allowed.
During the functioning, LIGHT may not be covered
with a towel, cloth or similar.

The damaged appliance/cable cannot be replaced.
In that case the light-appliance has to be
destroyed

For any clarification, please take contact directly
with the dealer or with the producer.

Use only light bulbs of G4-12V-20Watt. It is strictly prohibited to install lamps of greater power.

WET strongly advises the light bulbs of OSRAM or PHILIPS (G4-20W-12V)

DIMMER-Halogene-LT

Drill a hole into the rim of the bathtub (D) of 20mm and insert from above the on/ off switch. When
needed fix with SILCONEN-glue, in order to obtain a watertight fixture / attachment between

bathtub and switch.

Lead the wiring into the IPX5-box through cableclamb (C) and fix the cableclamb properly so that

a IPX5 watertightness protection is achieved.

LIGHT must be on a dry floor 6

Make sure you have a “ground/earth” connection (without this connection, LT-dimmer can NOT
function) Before you close the IPX5-box, you have to fine-tune the transformer > the touch-button
will now function as on/off when touched shortly, and will function as a dimmer-button when
touched longer.

Use only light bulbs of G4-12V-20Watt. It is strictly prohibited to install lamps of greater power.
WET strongly advises the light bulbs of OSRAM or PHILIPS (G4-20W-12V)

CROMOS-Multichrome

Provide your included remote control with AAA batteries.

You will find 3 pre-programmed color-cycles that will seguently turn on when you touch the black
button on your remote control unit. A warm cycle beginning with red, a cold cycle beginning with
blue, and a mixed cycle. The black button will also turn on/ off the system when touched longer,
and remember the latest program. When you touch the coloured buttons, you can mix your own
colour for fixed mode. A maximum of 2 full colours is possible, when overheat, the system will
automatically turn off, with no harm to the system.

For again automatic mode, just restart the system by touching the black button first to turn OFF
and then to turn ON
